Lobby while waiting. ]

Secretary Kissinger: I have nothing very special, Mr. Ambassador. I
thought that since the Soviet Union is in touch with us and since Egypt is in
touch with us, we should tell you what we are doing. I had a very good talk
with your Vice Foreign Minister. I just wanted to give you our thinking
without any request for any action.

I took very seriously what your Vice Minister said to me last week about the
importance of maintaining good relations with the Arab countries. I have
given a great amount of time in New York to the Arab countries.

We are always honest with you. Let me give you our basic objectives and
then we can discuss tactics.

[Looking toward General Scowcroft] The Middle East is the only place in the
world where our airplanes can fly.
